You can vote in the Town 
of Ponoka municipal 
election if you are: 
• At least 18 years old;
• A Canadian citizen; 

and
• A resident of the 

Town of Ponoka 
for six consecutive 
months prior to 
Election Day on 
October 20, 2025.

Green Carts Are Not  
for Garbage

Did you know that when a non-compostable item 
is thrown into a Green Cart – even just a single 
plastic bag – the whole truckload of compostable 
waste must be sent to the landfill?
That means extra costs for transportation and 
landfill fees. Those costs eventually get passed 
down to residents in their utility bills to pay for the 
increased cost of curbside waste collection.
That’s one reason why the Town is asking you to 
place only compostable waste in your Green Cart to 
help divert more waste from the landfill.
What Goes in Your Green Cart?

 X NO household waste
 X NO plastics or plastic bags

Some items that can be placed in your 
Green Cart include:

 √ Meat and bones; 
 √ Food waste;
 √ Facial tissue; and
 √ Paper coffee filters, grounds and tea bags. 

Compostable items can be placed in certified compostable bags or loose in 
the cart.
