False alarms can be a serious safety 
issue. Firefighters could be sent to a 
situation where they aren’t needed, 
which makes them potentially 
unavailable for a true emergency.

You can help by following these simple steps:
1. Test your smoke alarms monthly and change the batteries annually;
2. Smoke alarms should be placed at least 10 feet away from the stove 

and oven. Smoke alarms should not be placed in bathrooms or 
garages to avoid shower steam and dust.

3. Provide your alarm monitoring company with up-to-date contact 
information; and

4. Call your alarm company immediately if your smoke alarm is 
accidentally triggered to prevent a fire truck from being dispatched.
